Jasper Mining Corporation is pleased to announce its 2006 field program. The drilling operations in British Columbia depend on the rate at which the 
snow pack recedes to higher elevations. 
 
Jasper intends to commence its field operations on its McFarlane/Lydy properties as early as the middle of April 2006. The 2005 geochemical soils 
program documented a strong molybdenum anomaly in soils. It is the Company's intention to drill several diamond drill holes on this molybdenum 
anomaly. This anomaly is adjacent to the Eagle Planes molybdenum discovery on its Sphinx Project.

   ROCA Begins MAX Molybdenum Mine Development

Vancouver, British Columbia: Roca Mines Inc. (ROK: TSX-V) ("Roca" or the "Company") announces 
that it has commenced underground and surface work for its PHASE I mine development at the 
Company's MAX Molybdenum Project, located 60 kilometres (36 miles) southeast of Revelstoke, 
British Columbia.  
  

Underground rehabilitation and other preparatory development work for the PHASE I mine has begun in the existing 
production-sized access adit.  Underground equipment is being mobilized for the main decline development work which is 
scheduled for late June 2006.  
 
Detailed surveying and preliminary surface work at the proposed mill location at the MAX site are also now in progress.  
Excellent bedrock foundations for the mill are exposed or near surface over the proposed plant site area.  As previously 
reported, Roca has acquired, and is currently dismantling, a complete 1,000 ton per day (tpd) mill and concentrator.  With 
that acquisition, the Company also obtained the original engineering plans for the mill facility allowing for rapid 
dismantling, transport and reconstruction of the mill and related equipment.  Plant site foundation work at the MAX Project 
is also on schedule to begin in June 2006. 
 
Roca's contractors are also engaged in upgrading existing roads to access all of the primary construction areas.  Other 
construction work to commence in June 2006 include detailed surveys of the tailings facility and planning of water 
management structures and water diversions.  Earthworks construction at the proposed tailings facility is scheduled for 
July 2006 to coincide with a period of historically low water flow. 
 

Roca aims to be the first new primary molybdenum producer in Canada, with production commencing in the fall of 2006. 
The fully permitted and fast tracked PHASE I mine plan for MAX will focus on the deposit's high-grade zone containing 
280,000 measured and indicated tonnes grading 1.95% MoS2 (approximately 7.2 million lbs of contained molybdenum).  
Mine expansion will be determined by prevailing prices for molybdenum in 2007 and beyond.  Molybdenum currently

CONTINUED SUCCESS FROM UNDERGROUND EXPLORATION DRILLING  

New Gold Inc. has provided additional results from this year's underground exploration program, at its New Afton project, 
located 10 kilometres (km) west of Kamloops, B.C., Canada. 
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The reported results are from five new underground exploration holes -- UA-69, 70, 77, 79 and 80. Additional results are 
also reported for hole UA-66 for which partial results were previously released (April 4, 2006). Results for these holes are 
shown in the attached table. All copper equivalent (CuEq) grades are calculated using the following metal prices:  

·  copper (Cu) 85 U.S. cents per pound;  
·  gold (Au) $375 (U.S.) per ounce;  
·  silver (Ag) $5.25 (U.S.) per ounce; and  
·  palladium (Pd) $200 (U.S.) per ounce.  

This is consistent with the metal prices used in the existing independently calculated resource (by qualified person Gary 
Giroux, PEng). All principal intervals were calculated using a cut-off grade of 0.70 per cent CuEq, which is also consistent

CONSOLIDATED SPIRE VENTURES ANNOUNCES SECOND DIAMOND DRILL HAS COMMENCED ON THE NIC 
SECTION OF THE PROSPECT VALLEY PROPERTY 

Consolidated Spire Ventures Ltd. has commenced diamond drilling on the NIC showing (northeast section) of the 107-
square-kilometre Prospect Valley gold property near Merritt, B.C., part of the Spences Bridge gold belt, optioned from 
Almaden Minerals Ltd. 

The NIC drilling program will investigate epithermal quartz zones originally discovered by prospector Ed Balon of Almaden 
Minerals Ltd. A ground magnetics survey is currently being completed by Rio Minerals Ltd. This work has defined drill 
targets in an area where earlier reconnaissance prospecting identified an area of epithermal quartz veins and breccias. 
Forty rock-chip samples of vein material taken in this area averaged 1.63 grams per tonne gold with individual samples 
returning values as high as 27.3 grams per tonne gold and 209.1 grams per tonne silver. Results from subsequent hand 
trench channel sampling in this same area included 9.24 grams per tonne gold over 0.50 metre, 3.72 grams per tonne 
gold over 0.70 metre and 2.7 grams per tonne gold over 1.40 metres. Information on the results of the drill program will be 
reported and published once data interpretation and assays are complete. Maps of gold in soil grids and trenches are 
posted on the company website. Greg Thomson, PGeo, a qualified person under the meaning of Canadian National 
Instrument 43-101, is responsible for the technical information in this news.
