No President’s Report this month

PRESS RELEASE — August 4, 2006
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Peridot (pronounced pair-a-doe) is the gem variety of olivine . Olivine, which is actually not an official mineral,
is composed of two minerals: fayalite and forsterite . Fayalite is the iron rich member with a pure formula of
Fe,SiO4. Forsterite is the magnesium rich member with a pure formula of Mg,SiO4. Olivine's formula is written
as (Mg, Fe)2SiO, to show the substitution of the magnesium and iron. Peridot is usually closer to forsterite
than fayalite in composition although iron is the coloring agent for peridot. The best colored peridot has an iron
percentage of less than 15% and includes nickel and chromium as trace elements that may also contribute to

the best peridot color.

3 DRILLS ON SPANISH MOUNTAIN

Skygold Ventures Ltd. and Wildrose Resources Ltd. have confirmed a significant expansion to the exploration program on
the Spanish Mountain project in central British Columbia. Two additional drill rigs have been mobilized to the property with
three rigs now drilling on the project.

Drilling on the Spanish Mountain project will continue to have two main objectives: to expand and define the gold resource
within the main zone; and to explore for additional areas of mineralization on the property. Two diamond drill rigs are
being used to define the main zone resource to a National Instrument 43-101-compliant standard. Results to date from
drilling on the main zone indicate a strike length of the mineralized zone of at least 1.2 kilometres with a width of up to at
least 350 metres. Drilling has yet to define the edges of the main zone.

A third drill being a mobile, reverse circulation (RC) rig will be used on the property to test geological, geochemical and
geophysical anomalies that have been identified by the regional exploration program outside of the main zone. The RC rig
does not have significant water requirements and can move from site to site on its own power over long distances
minimizing costs and land disturbance.

Skygold's president Doug Fulcher stated: "The addition of two more drill rigs represents a significant step forward in the
advancement of the Spanish Mountain project. Drill results from the main zone have indicated an extensive gold
mineralized system that warrants the intensity of two full-time rigs to define the resource. The zone remains open in all
directions and drilling will continue to try to define the ultimate limits of this deposit.

"The reverse circulation drill will be used to test targets outside of the main zone. To date we have explored only a small
portion of the Spanish Mountain claim block and a number of high-priority targets have remained untested. The
knowledge we have gained from our work on the main zone will help in this outside exploration."

In the 2006 exploration program to date, a total of 25 holes have already been completed. Results from the outstanding
holes will be released as they are received.

ROCA SIGNS MAX MOLYBDENUM OFFTAKE AGREEMENT

Roca Mines Inc. has signed an off take agreement with U.K.-based Derek Raphael & Company Ltd. for molybdenum
concentrates produced at the company's Max molybdenum mine at Trout Lake B.C. DRC's North American representative
is W.G. Cook Ltd.

DRC was founded in 1974 and has established a record as one of the largest traders of molybdenum concentrates and
further downstream products worldwide, supplying the steel, engineering, non-ferrous metal and chemical industries. DRC
purchases from some of the largest mining companies in the world and sells to some of the largest steel producers in the
world.

Under the terms of the off take agreement, DRC has agreed to purchase 100 per cent of the molybdenum concentrates
produced at Max during calendar years 2006 and 2007. Thereafter, the contract is renewable through 2017 by mutually
agreed upon pricing. DRC will accept delivery from Roca's storage facility at the Max site and will be responsible for all
downstream roasting and/or processing charges, transportation, insurance and marketing costs after pickup at the mine
gate.

Roca plans to be the first new primary molybdenum producer in Canada, with production to commence in the fall of 2006.
The fully permitted phase | mine plan for Max will focus on the deposit's high-grade zone containing 280,000 measured
and indicated tonnes grading 1.95 per cent MoS2 (refer to T.N. Macauley's National Instrument 43-101-compliant
technical report dated September, 2004, available via SEDAR). Molybdenum currently trades in the range of $24.00
(U.S.) to $25.00 (U.S.) per pound and is a key alloy in the manufacture of stainless and specialty steel, including pipelines
and other energy-related steel infrastructure.

NORDIC TRENCHING LOOKING FOR MORE HIGH-GRADE GOLD AT PANORAMA RIDGE

Goldcliff Resource Corp. has begun exploration trenching on the Nordic zone on the company's 100-per-cent-owned
Panorama Ridge gold property near Hedley, B.C. Several trenches have already been excavated at the York-Viking gold
zone and samples have been shipped to the assay laboratory for analysis. Past trench sampling on the Nordic zone has
returned 70 metres containing 1.53 grams per tonne gold, including 2.04 grams per tonne gold over 45.40 metres, the
highlight being 3.00 metres of 15.60 grams per tonne gold, which includes 26.50 grams gold over one metre.

The Nordic zone gold mineralization has been encountered in three trenches (2005) and two drill holes (2003). The gold
zone covers an area 30 metres northwest-southeast and 70 metres northeast-southwest. It is open to the northeast and to
the southeast. All three trenches were excavated and sampled along the NE-SW direction of the gold zone. Trench ND56
is the upper trench and ND83/91 is the lower trench. All three trenches are located along the southeast, steeply dipping

hillside at the northern end of Panorama Ridge. The Nordic zone is located 300 metres northeast of the York-Viking zone.

ACQUISITION OF BLIZZARD URANIUM DEPOSIT - REVERSE TAKEOVER TRANSACTION

Boss International Gold Corp. has entered into an agreement dated July 27, 2006, with Anthony Beruschi, representing
his companies and trustees, Santoy Resources Ltd. and Adam Travis, under which Mr. Beruschi, Santoy and Mr. Travis
will sell all of their actual or purported interest in and to the Blizzard uranium claim, located in the Greenwood mining
division in south-central British Columbia, and certain surrounding mineral claims to Boss for $105-million. The purchase
price will be payable by the issuance of a total of 52.5 million common shares by Boss at a deemed price of $2 per share.
A total of 26.25 million common shares will be issued by Boss to Santoy and 26.25 million common shares will be issued
by Boss to Mr. Beruschi and/or other parties that hold interests in the properties. The acquisition will constitute a reverse
takeover of Boss under TSX Venture Exchange Policy 5.2.

The Blizzard claim is the host of an historic indicated uranium resource. The Blizzard uranium resource is a "basal-type,"
hydrogenic paleochannel deposit. A total of 21,184 metres of drilling in 478 reverse circulation and diamond drill holes
were completed on the deposit in the 1970s. In August, 1979, Kilborn Engineering issued an engineering feasibility study
based on the extensive drilling and engineering studies on behalf of a joint venture comprised of Norcen Energy
Resources, Lacana Mining, Campbell Chibougamou Mines, E & B Explorations and Ontario Hydro. The Kilborn feasibility
study is not in compliance with National Instrument 43-101. The property was never placed into production due to a (now-
expired) moratorium on exploration and development for uranium resources in the province, which was imposed by the
