Diamond drilling of Stikine Gold Corp.'s third exploration hole at the Sullivan deeps project recently reached a depth of
1,179 metres (3,868 feet).

Project manager, Paul Ransom, PGeo, a qualified person under National Instrument 43-101, has reported the
intersection of various marker horizons and geologic units at anticipated depths, the most recent being the "Mark"
marker at a depth of 1,080 metres.

Over the past few weeks, additional time and effort has been spent in an attempt to deal with an obstruction in the drill
hole. To solve the problem, the drill contractor has cut the rods at 1,050 metres, placed a plug and cemented above the
obstruction. A wedge will be set and normal coring operations will resume in early January after a holiday break for the
drill crews. The company will continue to provide depth and marker updates after drilling resumes in January as the SD3
drill hole progresses to target.

The SD3 drill program is a continuation of Stikine's exploration for a sister deposit to the legendary Sullivan mine,
located near Kimberley, B.C., which operated for nearly a century until closing in late 2001. According to the province of
British Columbia, the Sullivan mine produced approximately 17.5 billion pounds of zinc (Zn), 18.5 bhillion pounds of lead
(Pb) and 298 million ounces of silver (Ag) along with other associated metals. Using current metal prices, Sullivan life-
of-mine production would be valued at over $50-billion (U.S.).

Serengeti Resources Inc.'s assay results of hole K-06-9, from the recently completed second phase of drilling on its
100-per-cent-owned Kwanika property, confirm the discovery of a potentially major new copper-gold mineralized zone.
Kwanika is situated in the prolific Quesnel trough, between the operating Kemess mine and Mount Milligan development
project, and is accessible by road from Fort St. James, B.C.

Hole K-06-9, which was drilled vertically, intersected a sulphide zone averaging 0.69 per cent copper and 0.54 gram per
tonne gold over 111.13 metres including a high-grade zone located near its base averaging 1.49 per cent copper and
1.9 g/t gold over 22.15 metres. An overlying, 34-metre-thick native copper-bearing oxidized zone was intersected above
the sulphide zone. Full results from the hole are presented in the table below. K-06-9 was drilled near the centre of a
large induced polarization geophysical anomaly which potentially indicates a large sulphide system measuring 2,500
metres long by 300 to 700 metres wide. A plan map of the drill holes at Kwanika can be found on Serengeti's website.

"This is a significant result and represents one of the best holes drilled on a greenfields porphyry copper-gold discovery
in British Columbia in a long time," stated president and chief executive officer David Moore. "The grade of this hole
compares very favourably with the Kemess mine (0.21 per cent copper, 0.65 g/t gold) and Mount Milligan (0.25 per cent
copper, 0.6 g/t gold). The potential size of the system is large and equally exciting is the fact that the best grades
appear to be interrupted near the bottom of the hole by several more recent crosscutting dikes, which strongly suggests
that the mineralized system may extend to greater depth," explained Mr. Moore. "We are currently planning a large
follow-up drill program which will take advantage of the fact that Kwanika is a road-accessible, year-round project.”
