THE PRESIDENT’S REPORT BY JACK DENNY

Changes are coming to the mineral titles system and you will see these changes when they are
implemented on Mineral Titles Online. The timing of those changes is still uncertain. Government
representatives wish to present those proposed changes to you themselves rather than have us do it. Rick
Conte has promised a discussion paper for release in the next few weeks. When it becomes available we
will distribute it to our membership. If the timing is right, it can be in the next Motherlode. Members and
other people in the mineral and placer exploration business should make themselves familiar with the
changes and be prepared to add their comments to the Chamber and to government.

It has recently come to our attention through news articles, that environmental groups are pushing hard for
a new park in the Incomappleux, Lardeau and Duncan River drainages. From the perspective of the mining
and mining exploration industries, this is not a good thing. A quick glance at Mineral Titles Online will tell
you that the industry believes this is one of the important mineral endowed areas of BC. Individuals
holding mineral claims within the area have significant personal investments in those claims and are hurt
by the perception that the area may become a park. This perception makes it difficult for the individuals to
option their claims to mining companies. It hurts junior mining companies and their investors who are
already in the area by depressing share prices and therefore the ability to raise money. It can also
influence those who give out permits, raising the bar to almost impossible levels. The area is already
heavily regulated. The Max Molybdenum Mine, belonging to Roca Mines Inc. is a producer in the Lardeau
Valley and is a key employer for the area, including Nakusp. This mine is a good example of the minimal
disturbance caused by a producing mine and it also shows some of the potential of the area which would
be lost to park designation. The region has been hit hard by the depressed lumber market. Potential park
designation hurts most remaining industries and those remaining residents who wish to work for a living.

Should there be a small section of old growth timber in the headwaters of the Incomappleux, as the
protectionist groups suggest, then, should the economy of the entire region be destroyed, to preserve it? It
is my opinion that the suggestion of preserving this small section, then expanding it to the boundaries of
the Goat Range Park and the Purcell Wilderness Area, comes from the large American environmental
groups who are constantly pushing to get a continuous park from Yellowstone to Yukon and now they are
having the local groups act as their puppets.
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During these trying economic times, a potential park is a very negative message for investors in the area. |
can assure you that formation of a park in such a heavily staked area would result in several lawsuits
against the government. This is not a threat, but a reality as many of the mining interests in the area are
fed up with parks being foisted upon them. The area has already completed land use planning, and in my
opinion parks are over-represented. It would help clear up this situation if the government were to make it
very clear to everyone that it has no intention of turning this huge area into a park.

EXCALIBUR RESOURCES LTD.

Excalibur Resources Ltd. has completed 16 drill holes on its Silver King project for a total of over 1,100
metres. 185 samples have been sent to Acme Labs in Vancouver, with an additional 200 samples ready to be
shipped. The first batch of assay results is expected in two weeks. Excalibur is currently testing over one
kilometre in strike length of mineralization on the former Silver King property, with a goal of examining the near
surface open-pit potential of the property, followed by the deeper potential that may be amenable to
underground mining. Excalibur geologists report the discovery of a new well-mineralized vein system on the
property, and indicate that most drill holes have intersected visually significant mineralization. Due to the
number of near-surface intersections of mineralization, Excalibur is extending the program to approximately 30
drill holes and up to 2,500 m of drilling, up from the original plan of a minimum 2,000 m. The Silver King project
is considered the premier property along the well-mineralized Silver King Shear zone of the Western Kootenays
in Southern British Columbia. The property is approximately seven km southwest of Nelson, within a region that
has excellent infrastructure to support exploration and mining activity, including a world-class smelting facility
one hour by road from the property at Trail, B.C. The region is experiencing a revival of exploration activity, with
new and continuing projects by Excalibur's neighbours along the 12-kilometre trend, including Anglo Swiss
Resources, Sultan Minerals and Valterra Resource.

Taranis Acquires Three Gold Projects South Of Kimberley and Completes Geochemical Surveys

Lakewood, Colorado, November 12, 2009 - Taranis Resources Inc. ("Taranis") [TSX.V: TRO] is pleased to
announce that it has acquired three new properties south of the Kimberley area (Kimberley West, Centre and
East Projects) forming a total of 5,883 hectares in British Columbia, and has completed geochemical surveys on
each of the properties.

Taranis has completed a regional scale study of the Kimberley area, and has acquired several properties south
of the historic Sullivan Mine in an area that Taranis thinks has potential for the discovery of large, bulk mineable
gold deposits. There are numerous small occurrences of gold in the area within Proterozoic-age rocks of the
Creston Formation that have been explored off and on over the past 100 years. One of the most significant
findings of the 2009 summer exploration work was the extensive placer gold deposits that were worked in the
area back to 1867, when gold was first discovered in the area along Perry Creek. The source of many of these
placer gold deposits has never been explained.

The exploration program involved the collection of over 100 stream sediment samples during the summer of
2009, and the mapping/characterization of outcrops in the area. Highly anomalous gold was found on the
Sullivan West and East Properties (up to 0.453 g/t Au) in the stream sediment samples. Taranis has compiled
regional-scale geophysical, geochemical and geological surveys that enabled it to develop a new explanation for
the lode gold potential of the area and it is continuing to refine its targeting of potentially large gold targets in the
area.

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GOLDCLIFF DISCOVERS NEW COPPER-GOLD TARGETS AT COPPER

GOIdCl iﬁ MOUNTAIN

R S George Sanders, President of Goldcliff Resource Corporation (TSXV-GCN), is
pleased to report that several significant copper-gold targets have been established on the Tulameen Project
claims. The target areas contain favourable geology, copper showings, anomalous copper-gold stream
sediment values and defined airborne geophysical responses. Goldcliff's data interpretation of the Copper
Mountain district provides a powerful exploration approach for new copper-gold discoveries in an established
mining district. The Goldcliff claim position on the Tulameen Project involves 55 claims totalling 25,620 hectares.
The large Tulameen land position is owned 100 per cent by Goldcliff.
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The total historic production (to 1993) in the Copper Mountain camp is 1.7 billion pounds of copper, 8.4 million
ounces of silver and 0.62 million ounces of gold. On the Copper Mountain project, Copper Mountain Mining
Corporation reports a current resource (2009) of 5.2 billion pounds of copper. In October, Copper Mountain
Mining Corporation and Mitsubishi Materials Corporation commenced construction of mining facilities for
preparation of production in 2011.

Goldcliff's exploration model on the Tulameen Project incorporates both historic data and Goldcliff's exploration
results. Goldcliff's claims contain similar geology to the Copper Mountain copper-gold deposits. The claim
geology, combined with the anomalous stream sediment values and the positive airborne geophysical
responses, have established several significant copper-gold targets for ground exploration. The geological
setting of the Copper Mountain district's mineral deposits is complicated by faulting and folding. Goldcliff intends
to use modern exploration technology to explore the claims at deeper levels for copper-gold deposits. Goldcliff's
exploration model recognizes that the porphyry copper-gold mineralization in the Copper Mountain district may
contain supergene-higher-grade copper mineralization as a blanket over the primary copper-gold mineralization
at depth. The Tertiary Princeton Group is the cover that would preserve the supergene copper mineralization
from glaciation. The Tertiary Princeton Group overlies the Triassic Nicola Group where the Copper Mountain
copper-gold deposits occur. The Copper Mountain deposits were de-capped by glaciation and the supergene
copper was removed. The covered areas on Goldcliff's claims are the prime exploration targets. In British
Columbia, supergene copper blankets were mined at Craigmont (Merritt) and Afton (Kamloops). A new
supergene blanket discovery by Serengeti Resources Inc. is at the Kwanika property, in north-central British
Columbia, where the company reports (2009) a resource estimate of 1.6 million ounces gold and 1.1 billion
pounds copper. In the southwestern United States porphyry copper region, supergene blankets are common
over the primary copper ore bodies because glaciation did not remove those blankets.

The Goldcliff claims have several surface copper-gold showings. Because of modern deeper-exploration
techniques that facilitate the discovery of new mineral deposits at depth in established mining camps, Goldcliff's
claims are well positioned for copper-gold discoveries in the Copper Mountain district.

RICHFIELD INTERSECTS 133.7 METRES OF 1.02G/T GOLD INCLUDING 16 METRES OF 1.57 G/T GOLD
AND ONE METRE OF 11.0 G/T GOLD

Richfield Ventures Corp. has released assay results for the first of three additional drill holes on the Blackwater
project. The hole was collared on ground optioned by Richfield from private parties (see news in Stockwatch on
May 12, 2009).

BW 57 was drilled west at minus 50 degrees from the same set-up as BW 46, a vertical hole, which intersected
207.25 metres grading 1.06 grams per tonne (g/t) gold and five g/t silver (see news in Stockwatch on Sept. 21,
2009). BW 57 intersected siliceous breccia for most of its 259.69-metre length; it averages 0.71 g/t gold and 5.2
o/t silver over this length. In the upper part of the hole, a 30-metre interval averages 1.57 g/t gold and 13.1 g/t
silver. The top 133.7 metres in the hole average 1.02 g/t gold and 8.2 g/t silver. Another interval of 20 metres
lower in the hole averages 1.69 g/t gold and 10.1 g/t silver.

Richfield has implemented a rigorous quality assurance/quality control program at the Blackwater property using
best industry practice and supervised by Dr. Dirk Tempelman-Kluit. The program includes a chain of custody of
samples from drill to laboratory. Drill core is sawn in half at the property, and for each sample, half of the core
from one-metre intervals is placed in plastic bags and sealed. The company inserts a standard sample supplied
by an outside independent laboratory, a blank sample or a duplicate sample into the sample stream every 10th
sample. Samples including the blanks and standards are shipped by courier to Eco Tech Stewart Group
Laboratories in Kamloops, B.C. Duplicate samples are shipped by courier to Acme Laboratories, Vancouver, for
analysis.
