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Gold Fields Releases Drilling Results from the Southeast Zone on the Woodjam Copper-Gold 

Project 
 

Drill Hole SE12-80 Returns 310.89 m Grading 0.48% Copper Equivalent 
Vancouver, BC, October 22, 2012 ï Consolidated Woodjam Copper Corp. (ñWoodjam Copperò) (TSX-V: WCC) is 
pleased to report that Gold Fields Horsefly Exploration Corporation (ñGold Fieldsò) a subsidiary of Gold Fields 
Limited (JSE, NYSE, NASDAQ, Dubai: GFI), has released assay data for 20 drill holes (totaling 7,820.67 m) 
completed in 2012 to date on the Woodjam South Property (location maps for the drilling can be viewed at 
www.woodjamcopper.com). The Property is located approximately 45 km east of the City of Williams Lake, BC. 
 
On the Woodjam South Property drilling has been directed at expanding the Southeast Zone where 
mineralization remains open in several directions. The Southeast Zone has an initial pit constrained NI 43-101 
compliant inferred resource of 146.5 million tonnes grading 0.33% copper (with accessory gold) which was 
announced in a News Release dated March 1, 2012. A table showing results for all the holes completed in 2012 on 
the Southeast Zone is attached. Highlights of the drilling program are: 
 

Á Holes SE12-63, 64, 74, 77, 80 and 82 were all drilled as step-outs from the southern border 
of the resource area and all these holes intersected significant mineralization. Hole SE12-80 returned 310.89 m of 
0.48% copper equivalent from the bedrock interface and the top 151.79 m of this interval returned 0.71% copper 
equivalent.  

Á Hole SE12-67 stepped northward from the resource area and intersected 301.75 m grading 
0.18% copper equivalent from 81.08 m including 129.0 m grading 0.40% copper equivalent from 203.00 m. 
(Cu Equivalent in % calculated using US$2.50/lb Cu, US$1400/oz Au) 
 
The company is very pleased with the results to date on the Southeast Zone and this phase of drilling continued 
to indicate the strong potential for growth of the resource. Gold Fields is continuing with three drills on the 
Woodjam North Property and is focusing its effort on the newly discovered Three Firs Zone as well as the 
Deerhorn Zone (see News Release dated August 7, 2012) where the mineralization carries a high gold to copper 
ratio. It is expected that this phase of drilling will continue through November. A total of approximately 35,000 m 
of drilling is expected to be completed on the Woodjam North and Woodjam South Properties during 2012. 
 
Gold Fields has vested a 51% interest in both the Woodjam North and South properties. Gold Fields gave notice 
to Woodjam Copper in January 2012 that it will exercise its right to earn a further 19% interest in each of the 
Woodjam North and Woodjam South Properties. To earn this additional interest Gold Fields is required to spend 
Cdn$12 million and US$8 million over the next four years on the Woodjam North and Woodjam South properties 
respectively. In addition, Gold Fields is required to complete a comprehensive feasibility study on the Woodjam 
South Property. 
Core samples were analyzed by ALS Laboratory Group, a certified facility in North Vancouver, BC. Glen L. 
Garratt, P.Geo., a qualified person for the purposes of National Instrument 43-101, has read and taken 
responsibility for this news release.

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Cullen Resources Limited:  Encouraging results received from drilling at TL Property, 
British Columbia 
 
Assays have been received for a small reconnaissance diamond drilling programme (six diamond drill holes totaling 
463m) that was completed at the ñTLò base metal property in British Columbia, Canada, in which Cullen Resources 
Limited (Cullen) can earn 80%. 
   
Five holes were drilled over ~80m of strike near three Cullen trenches that exposed a gossan with high-grade zinc and 
highly anomalous Mo and Re. These five holes lie along the northern section of a discrete magnetic and the ñC-03ò 
electromagnetic (EM) anomaly of approximately 600m length. The sixth hole was a step-out about 80m south east along 
strike of the trenches (Figure 1).  
  
The drilling intersected semi-massive, disseminated and interstitial pyrrhotite, pyrite and sphalerite in multiple zones up to 
~1m thick in sections  about 5-7m thick, within a calcsilicate - graphitic quartzite rock in holes 3, 4 and 5 (Figure 2). Best 
intercepts of zinc mineralisation, as shown in the following Table, occur in holes 1-5. Hole 6 had no significant zinc 
mineralisation; best Re and Mo results were 109ppb and 163ppm respectively (TLDD-12-05, 12.9-14m).

The drilling indicates the Zn-mineralised zone encountered in holes 3, 4, and 5, dips at 60-70º to the east and is open 
along strike and at depth, below ~20m.  Gossanous subcrop (Figure 1) sampled south-east along strike, ~300m from the 
trenches, yielded 2.25% Zn, 0.152ppm Re, 246ppm Mo and 267ppm Cu, in an area of highly anomalous soil samples; this 
gossan occurrence is significant and underlines strike potential and the need for further drilling.

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  Cranbrook, B.C., 23 October, 2012: Eagle Plains Resources Ltd. (EPL:TSX-V) announces drill 
results from its 100% owned, road-accessible 3,554 ha Black Diamond project located 35km west of Invermere, B.C. Two 
holes were drilled on the property in 2012 for a total of 430m, testing the Black Diamond Zone down-dip and along strike 
to the west.

Å Additional claims staked subsequent to drilling, with the resultant land package 
containing a 12km-long mineralized structural corridor 
 

Black Diamond Summary 
The property contains a prominent structure which hosts quartz vein material up to 8m in width and locally contains high-
grade silver, lead and zinc mineralization. Located within the Toby Creek area, the steeply-dipping north/south-oriented 
structure is exposed for approximately 760m vertically. Historical pits, trenches and tunnels are located along irregular, 
exposed intervals over 12kms.  
 
The Black Diamond Zone saw limited production in 1906-1907. Tunnels up to 65m in length were driven into 
mineralization in three separate areas over 790m (2600ô) on the north side of Toby Creek. Historical production of 47 tons 
of ore was reported, containing 1,929 oz. Ag (40.0 oz/t), and 15,801 lbs. Pb (63%)(source: MEMPR MINFILE). Zinc-rich 
material was probably left as waste, as evidenced by inspection of waste dumps. 
 
In 1995, a four-hole, helicopter-supported drilling program was completed, funded by a private partnership. Four holes 
were drilled from a single set-up for a total of 179.1m. Results ranged from trace values to the best intersection in Hole 
95-02 at 28.0m to 31.0m, which graded 93.73 g/t silver, 9.66% lead and 5.17% zinc over 3.0m, with elevated amounts of 
cadmium (true thickness estimated at approximately 1.4m). 

Concurrent with the 1995 drill program, continuous panel-sampling of an historic 66m-long tunnel located 60m vertically 
below the drill set-up returned an average of 746.3 g/t silver, 25.0% lead and 4.95% zinc over a 24m section which ran 
along the structure. Within this section, 6m of the tunnel length assayed 1444.7 g/t silver, 50.4% lead and 5.37% zinc.  

The high-grade vein mineralization is interpreted to be representative of a possible feeder structure which may present 
opportunities for larger manto-type deposits located elsewhere along the structure within host rocks in areas where 
exposure is limited.
