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Rainbow Resources Inc. (TSX VENTURE: RBW) (ñRainbowò or the ñCompanyò) has intersected 
high-grade silver and gold mineralization near-surface in the southern section of the Companyôs 100% 
owned Gold Viking Property near the Village of Slocan in southeast British Columbia. The property 
had never been previously drilled and is immediately adjacent to the Ottawa Mines, the Slocan 
Valleyôs top silver producer in the 1900ôs, which includes ground also held 100% by Rainbow. Plans 

are under way to initiate a step-out winter drill program at Gold Viking, if ground conditions continue to be favorable, to 
further evaluate this new discovery. 
 
Drill hole GV-12-04 intersected 17.3 g/t Au (0.51 oz/ton) and a preliminary silver value of 65.6 g/t (1.9 oz/ton) over 1.9 
metres between a depth of 4.7 and 6.6 metres. One sample in the interval returned an over-limit silver grade (>100 g/t). A 
1:1:1 aqua regia digestion and ICP-ES analysis by Acme Analytical Laboratories Ltd. will provide a precise silver grade as 
the initial assaying procedure could not determine silver values above 100 g/t. 
 
Hole GV-12-04 also included a 1.2-metre intersection between a depth of 29.2 and 30.4 metres (>100 g/t Ag and 1.1 g/t Au) 
that is being re-assayed for a precise silver grade. 
 
Hole GV-12-03 returned 2.4 g/t Au and a preliminary value of 34.1 g/t Ag over 2.7 metres at a depth between 25.9 and 28.6 
metres. Again, this interval included an over-limit sample (>100 g/t Ag) that is being re-assayed. 
 
Results from GV-12-01 and GV-12-02 were reported by Rainbow December 4, 2012. A 4.6-metre section in GR-12-02 
included two over-limit silver samples (>100 g/t) with a preliminary grade of 45 g/t Ag, and re-assaying results are still 
pending. Two other holes were drilled at Gold Viking South (GV-12-05 and GV-12-6) while six holes were drilled 
approximately 1,000 metres to the north. Rainbow expects to be able to report all remaining results (eight more holes plus 
the high-grade samples being re-tested) within approximately three weeks. 
 
ñSubject to conditions on the ground, which are currently favorable, our plan is to get back to Gold Viking as soon as 
possible for additional drilling as we already know we have an important trail of mineralization to follow at Gold Viking 
South,ò stated Rainbow President David W. Johnston. 
 
The six holes drilled in the southern section of the property were designed to test an exposed vein with old underground 
workings. It appears that a multiple vein system may exist that dips steeply to the east and was overlooked by artisanal 
miners. A drill location map for Gold Viking South has been posted on the Rainbow web site 
(www.RainbowResourcesInc.com). GV-12-03 (-45 degrees) and GV-12-04 (-65 degrees) were both drilled from the same 
site toward the west. These holes were collared approximately 27 metres north of GV-01 (-45 degrees) and GV-02 (-65 
degrees) which were also drilled from the same site toward the west. GV-12-05 and GV-12-06 were both collared in 
between those two sites and drilled toward the east. 
 
Gold Viking is immediately adjacent to Rainbowôs Ottawa Property, part of the Ottawa Mines that produced a total of 
55,941,000 grams of silver (1.8 million ounces), 1,000 grams of gold, 36,000 kilograms of lead, 12,000 kilograms of zinc and 
800 kilograms of copper from 26,500 tonnes mined, mostly in the early 1900ôs but with some production occurring as late as 
1984. The approximate historical average mined grade for silver at the Ottawa mines was 2,113 g/t (61.6 oz/ton). 
Gold Viking is approximately 13 kilometres south of Discovery Venturesô (TSX.V: DVN) Willa advanced-stage Willa 
Property. Since the late 19th century, the Slocan mining region has hosted more than 20 mining/milling operations and 
about 200 additional mines that have shipped ore to custom mills and smelters.  More at

Vancouver, B.C. - January 9, 2013 - Westhaven Ventures Inc. (TSX-V:WHN) is pleased to report 

drill results from its Shovelnose gold property, located within the prospective Spences Bridge Gold Belt (SBGB), 
approximately 30 km south of Merritt, British Columbia. The drill program consisted of 5 holes, totaling 778 metres (2,552 
feet) of diamond drilling. Subsequently, the Company has staked an additional 1,272 hectares, bringing the total

 The 2012 drilling program has expanded low sulphidation gold mineralization at the Tower showing over a 220 
metre east-west extent, including drill hole SN12-04 which intersected 50.4 metres grading 0.54 g/t Au (Gold) and 
4.77 g/t Ag (Silver), which includes 13.7 metres grading 0.91 g/t Au and 6.65 g/t Ag.

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Vancouver, British Columbia, January 8, 2013 (TSX-V: BCG) ï BCGold Corp. (or the "Company") is pleased to report 
the results of mobile metal ion (MMI) soil sampling on its 100%-owned historic Engineer Mine and the surrounding 2,104 ha 
Gold Hill property in northwestern British Columbia. The Company was able to define new bulk-tonnage gold drill-targets 
with this sampling as well as prove the effectiveness of MMI sampling as a reliable, quick and cost-effective means to define 
bulk-tonnage gold drill-targets within the glacial drift-covered, ñshear-zoneò type structures at Engineer Mine. 

New Bulk Tonnage Gold Targets at Gold Hill Property 

The MMI test lines conducted during reconnaissance prospecting on the Gold Hill property produced two new gold 
anomalies approximately 2.3 km and 3.5 km north of the historic mine workings. The first MMI gold anomaly ("Shear B 
North") is 80 m wide, with gold values up to 265 times background values. This anomaly was identified by completing two 
test lines 180 m apart crossing the northern extent of the Shear Zone "B" structure. This anomaly sits within the 4 km long 
Shear Zone "B" structure that forms the eastern boundary of the historic mine workings. The anomaly is open along strike. 

The second MMI gold anomaly ("Happy Sullivan") is 600 m long and 140 m wide, with gold values up to 260 times 
background values. This anomaly is associated with a 2.5 km long north trending structure that hosts the Happy Sullivan 
mineral showing. The structure was previously defined by the Companyôs SkyTEM geophysics survey and recent geologic 
mapping. The anomaly was identified by completing three MMI test lines across the structure and is open along strike in 
both directions. 

MMI Effectively Identifies Bulk Tonnage Gold Mineralization at Engineer Mine 

The effectiveness of MMI soil sampling at Engineer Mine was established by running test lines over areas with known 
ñshear zoneò type gold mineralization drilled by BCGold Corp. in 2008, and testing newly recognized geological and 
geophysical structures defined by subsequent exploration work. Test MMI lines were completed near the historic mine 
workings over mineralized segments of the Shear Zone ñAò, Shear Zone ñBò, Hub ñAò and Hub ñBò structures where 
conventional soil surveys by previous operators (circa. 1987) failed to detect hydrothermal breccia-related gold 
mineralization. The MMI results positively identified discrete, moderate to strong, coincidental gold, silver, arsenic, antimony 
and molybdenum anomalies over these structures and demonstrated that MMI can be utilized to identify higher-grade bulk 
tonnage targets for drill testing. 

Of notable interest is that the two lines crossing Hub "A" were 50 metres apart and defined an MMI gold anomaly 90 metres 
wide with gold values up to 565 times background values. This anomaly is open to the west and along strike. Hub ñAò has 
seen minimal modern-day exploration and follow up work is warranted. 

"We are very pleased with our 2012 MMI survey results from the Engineer and Gold Hill properties," states Darren OôBrien, 
P.Geo., Vice-President of Exploration for BCGold Corp. "We now have a demonstrated and proven means to quickly and 
cost-effectively define bulk-tonnage gold drill-targetsalong the most prospective segments of the more than 8 km of shear 
zones that are known to transect these properties.

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BRALORNE HIGH GRADE DRILL INTERCEPT CONFIRMED AT 409.5 G/T GOLD OVER 1.2 METRES AND SECOND 
VEIN AT 11.8 G/T GOLD OVER 1.9 METRES IN HOLE UB12-015 

Bralorne Gold Mines Ltd. has provided the following update of drilling results at the Bralorne mine operation located near 
Gold Bridge, B.C., where the company is exploring and building a new gold mining operation.  

The high-grade assay previously announced drill for hole UB12-015 (news release dated Oct. 1, 2012) was confirmed by a 
second assay as 409.5 grams gold per tonne (uncut) over a 2.1-metre core interval (11.94 ounces gold per ton over seven 
feet). Geochemical results for silver in this intercept are also high at 525.5 grams per tonne. This intercept is a quartz vein 
containing visible gold that is situated close to the new mine workings in the BK-3 area. The 3900 west sublevel has now 
been driven west past this intercept along the mineralized BK vein, and assay results are pending.  

Another gold-bearing quartz vein intersected in the same drill hole returned 25 grams gold per tonne (uncut) over a 0.6-
metre core interval (0.729 ounce gold per ton over two feet). Together with adjacent mineralized rock, the weight average 
assay is 11.8 grams gold per tonne (uncut) over a 1.9-metre core interval (0.347 ounce gold per ton over 6.4 feet). This 
intercept is an unexpected structure parallel and south of the BK-3 zone. Follow-up exploration drilling is planned.  

Surface drilling commenced in the Bralorne-Pioneer gap area on Sept. 3, 2012, after the permit was received. Two holes 
were completed and one hole was abandoned for a total of 618.4 metres drilled. Two new gold-bearing structures were 
identified, and a significant intercept was obtained on the 77 vein. Significant assay results received to date are also 
provided in the attached table. The results are very encouraging, particularly since the 77 vein was the most productive vein 
in the historic mine but was not explored much between the historic Bralorne and Pioneer properties.

Underground drilling

(1)(2)
 in the Boundary zone workings was initiated in early November to explore and further define 

mineralization at Zuke zone, which is near but not included in the Boundary zone mineralization currently being prepared for 
underground test mining. All the drilling from two of the three drill stations at 812 level intersected breccia hosted 
copper/gold mineralization, confirming continuity and extending the known limits of the Zuke zone. The Zuke zone is 
currently modelled as two steeply dipping breccia lenses, approximately 8 metres wide, 30 metres high and 75 metres long. 
The two lenses are separated by a 5 metre wide unmineralized core and are also cut by a post mineral dyke. The post 
mineral dyke has a strike of 55º and dips 48 º to the southeast. Breccias at Mount Polley are normally irregular bodies with 
no specific orientation, but the Zuke zone breccias have a planar geometry so true thicknesses have been estimated for drill 
holes that cross the zone.(3)  
 
Drill hole NDU12-196 returned 12.8 metres (estimated true width 8.0 metres) grading 4.73% copper, 2.61 g/t gold and 30.05 
g/t silver starting at 22.1 metres, and drill hole NDU12-197 intersected a higher grade interval of 9.66% copper, 6.42 g/t gold 
and 52.81 g/t silver over 2.8 metres. 
 
Other holes from the first drill station include NDU12-198 which returned 10.0 metres(estimated true width 5.1 metres) 
grading 3.18% copper, 2.92 g/t gold and 28.29 g/t silver and NDU12-199 which had two distinct intervals, 7.3 metres 
(estimated true width 6.0 metres) grading 2.47% copper, 1.45 g/t gold and 17.34 g/t silver at 29.4 metres and 7.2 metres 
(estimated true width 5.8 metres) of 3.10% copper, 0.68 g/t gold and 17.04 g/t silver at 54.4 metres. These holes were 
expected to define the western end of Zuke breccia, but since all of them intersected mineralization, additional drilling will be 
required to complete that task.  
 
Drill holes NDU12-203 through NDU12-210 were collared from the second drill station, located at the end of 812 level, and 
were intended to drill down the length of the Zuke breccia in an attempt to define the eastern limit. Drilling revealed the Zuke 
zone breccia extends higher and further east than previously modelled. Copper/gold mineralization was intercepted only a 
few centimetres from the wall of the drift, and therefore the 812 drift is being extended to the east for an additional 60 to 70 
metres. Based on drill results it is expected the drift extension will drive through a mineralized section of one of the lenses 
making up the Zuke zone and will also provide access to the eastern end of the Zuke zone for further drilling.

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Drill holes NDU12-212 through NDU12-214 were drilled from a third drill station for condemnation purposes related to a 
ventilation raise. Each of these drill holes intercepted mineralization but also confirmed the vent raise can be located in an 
area that will not be compromised by future stoping.  
 
During 2012 approximately 986 metres of ramping and drifting were completed in the Boundary zone including the decline 
which was extended down to the 782 metre level. This work is being conducted to allow for test mining of a selected block 
of the high grade Boundary zone breccia mineralization approximately 60 metres long and 18 metres wide, extending from 
the 752 to the 842 metre levels.  
 
Surface drilling has also continued at the south end of the active Springer pit and results from this drill program will be 
released when assaying is completed. The high success rate from the 2012 drilling at Mount Polley has provided excellent 
opportunities for follow-up exploration in 2013. Underground drilling will resume at Boundary zone in early 2013, contingent 
on availability of drilling areas, as the mining crews will have priority. Surface drilling is expected to resume in the spring of 
2013.
