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TARANIS RESOURCES INC. ENGAGES ALS METALLURGY FOR THOR PROJECT, SE BRITISH
COLUMBIA

Taranis Resources Inc. has engaged ALS Metallurgical Services in Kamloops, B.C., to undertake phase 1 of a five-phase
process that will see the gold and silver/base metal deposit at Thor moved toward environmental permitting. ALS has
exceptional metallurgical experience operating within the Kootenay region of British Columbia.

The metallurgical testing will be done independently on two discrete ore types found at Thor. The first of these is the silver-
rich sulphide mineralization that has significant concentrations of lead, zinc, copper and minor gold. Taranis will utilize split
drill core from the 2007 and 2008 drill programs from a wide variety of locations in the deposit for this portion of the
metallurgical study. The second ore type is the gold-rich material found in the SIF zone, and this material will be subjected
to its own separate metallurgical review.

The metallurgical work is expected to contribute valuable information concerning the recovery of metals from the Thor
deposit, processing methods and also to the future categorization of mineral resources at Thor. The gold-rich zones differ
significantly from the sulphide-rich material, and these portions of the Thor deposit need to be sampled differently and would
likely be subjected to different metallurgical processing in order to optimize metal recovery.

Eagle Creek Gold Corp. has failed to raise necessary funds to complete the transaction to purchase Anglo Swiss Resources
Inc.'s Kenville gold mine property as at the closing date of Dec. 30, 2013, and the vending agreement with Eagle Creek has
been terminated.

Hines Inc. SILVER MOUNTAIN MINES REPORTS GRAVITY ANOMALIES AT DEPTH IN PTARMIGAN BASIN
Silver Mountain Mines Inc. has released new results from further modelling of data acquired from the 2013
gravity survey completed on its wholly owned Ptarmigan property, located near Radium, B.C. (see news release dated Oct.
17, 2013).

Detailed gravity survey data collected by Excel Geophysics previously identified a number of exciting gravity anomalies in
the Ptarmigan basin that merit subsequent evaluation. Continued modelling and interpretation of the gravity data indicates
these significant anomalies are located at greater depth than known high-grade mineralization identified through surface
sampling, trenching and/or diamond drilling completed between 2009 and 2012. Diamond drilling proposed for 2014 will
require deeper holes to evaluate these recently discovered gravity anomalies.

The detailed gravity survey completed within the Ptarmigan basin comprised a total of 329 gravity stations, with 56 stations
along the upper ridge and 273 stations within the basin. Stations within the basin were collected along 25 survey lines
oriented east-west, with a station spacing of 50 metres. Survey lines were spaced 50 metres apart within the basin and 25
metres apart in the area over the former Ptarmigan mine workings and the upper east Ptarmigan basin.

Modelling and interpretation of the gravity data has resulted in identification of three well-defined anomalies in the Ptarmigan
basin (anomalies D, E and F), which are interpreted to be located below 240-metre depth, extending to at least 540 metres
below surface, based on a minimum density contrast of 1.4 grams per cubic centimetre. All three anomalies are strong and
modelling. Interpretation of the data, as well as correlation to results reported in the 2009 to 2012 geological exploration
results suggests that these new anomalies are sources and/or deeper extensions of the previously identified shallow
mineralization. All three anomalies present very attractive targets and will be drilled in 2014.

The northern anomaly (D) is located northwest of the former Ptarmigan mine, underlying the valley floor and has been
interpreted from prior geophysical surveys. The middle anomaly (E) is located east of the surface trace of the former
Ptarmigan mine, with approximate surface dimensions of 172 metres by 50 metres. The southern anomaly (F) has
estimated surface dimensions of 100 metres by 26 metres. The upper Ptarmigan massive sulphide occurrence, spatially
associated with the west margin of gravity anomaly (F), extends east toward the east Ptarmigan area, where additional drill
holes were completed to further evaluate and develop semi-massive to massive sulphide intercepts, identified by surface
trenching and drilling in 2009 to 2012.

These anomalies are the objective of the company's proposed 2014 drill program. Analysis and modelling continues on the
gravity results from the 2013 program to better define and develop the anomalies.

Bonanza Ledge Mine/Barkerville Mountain

of historical data on its Snippaker Project in the Iskut River area, northwestern B.C., indicates that a

potentially significant porphyry copper-gold (Cu-Au) target was outlined by previous exploration work. The
Snippaker Project, comprising the 285 Hectare Kim 1 claim was acquired by staking in 2013 on the basis of a
significant copper-molybdenum anomaly in Regional Geochemical Survey (RGS) data.

Previous exploration in the Snippaker Project area by Great Plains Development inthe mid-1 9 706 s and |
Cathedral Gold between 1988 and 1990 outlined two areas of significant mineralization, neither of which has

been tested by drilling to date. The Snow Zone is an area of gossanous outcrop and quartz-pyrite-

chalcopyrite veining about 1200 meters in diameter. Mineralization occurs in andesites, tuffs and intrusive

rocks including granodiorite, quartz monzonite and K-feldspar porphyry.
