It is indeed a black eye, not
only for the owner Imperial Metals, but for the mining industry in general, including those who set the standards and do the
inspections regardless of what the real cause. Imperial has recognized and publicly asserted its responsibility to remedy the
situation, and is working to stop the problem, figure out how and why it happened, mitigate the effects and prevent any
future failures. The company is cooperating fully with communities plus local and provincial authorities. When the true
causes have been determined, we can expect that industry and government will learn from it and make whatever changes
are deemed necessary to prevent another such incident. At the moment most efforts are being concentrated on testing the
water and sediments plus the cleanup. Soon there will be more news about the reasons for the failure. Until those results
are all in, assigning blame is nothing more than speculation and political gamesmanship. The experts have a long history in
British Columbia and Canada of successful tailing containment to compare with and help with that determination. The good
newsisthat,at t his point the environmental i nipepadimmingtowddimmesiatalyn d
after the incident, said they were going to be.

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Xi menbés Sample Results from the Exploration Program on Gol

Ximen has received the results for the first batch of samples from its exploration program on the Gold Drop property near
Greenwood. Of the 40 samples collected, 9 returned values greater than 10 g/t Au, to a maximum of 56.2 g/t Au over a 0.55
m true thickness. An additional 13 samples returned results greater than 1 g/t Au, but less than 10 g/t Au. To see more of

The Upper North Star Vein has now been traced, intermittently in outcrop and in historic pits, for a strike length of 315 m.

The Ximen trench exposes the vein, continuously along strike, for 40 metres. In this exposure, the vein varies in true width
from several 106s of cent i me-sulfideguanzweint vwith I@al patchylgadlend, chalcapynitea s s i v
and possible tellurides.

Samples from the underground workings at the Upper Gold Drop adit were collected from areas of historic mining, from the

base and margins of the historic stopes and raises. Analytical results confirm reported historically mined grades.

In addition to the above samples, 13 samples were collected from a 22.5 m long exploration drift that tests the Upper North
Star vein approximately 2 m vertically below the southern end of the Ximen excavator trench. Samples were channel
samples collected across the width of the vein, at approximately 2 m intervals along the drift. The vein averages 0.8 m true
width in the exploration drift, and ranges up to 2.8 m in width. Results of the underground sampling were lower than the
above surface samples, returning a maximum of 2.06 g/t Au over a vein width of 0.8 m.

Samples described in the above table as channel samples were collected across the width of the vein, using a micro-blaster
rock breaker. Chip samples were collected across the width of the vein, using a hammer and chisel. Sample width listed in

the table represents true width of the vein, where sampl ed
completed by Actlabs, at their accredited Kamloops-based facility (ISO 9001:2008 accredited, ISO 170251 pending).
Xi menbés analytical protocol has been designed to mitigate

analyses, and to provide multi-element information which may help understand zoning within the system. Large samples are
collected in the field (27 7 kg). At the laboratory, the entire sample is finely crushed (90% passing 2 mm screen), then a 1
kg split of the crushed sample is pulverized to 95% passing 105 microns. All samples are tested for gold, using Fire
Assay/AA finish on a 30 gm sample of pulverized material. All samples are also tested for a multi-element ICP/MS suite
following aqua regia digestion. For all samples that return > 4 ppm Au based by FA/AA, metallic gold assays are completed
on 500 gm samples of pulverized material. Samples returning > 100 ppm Ag are assayed by Fire Assay i Gravimetric finish.
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SEABRIDGE GOLD'S KSM ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT APPLICATION RECEIVES FINAL APPROVAL FROM
BRITISH COLUMBIA

Seabridge Gold announced today that the British Columbia Environmental Assessment Office ("BCEAQO") has advised
Seabridge that its Application for an Environmental Assessment Certificate for its KSM Project has received final approval
from the British Columbia Ministers of the Environment and Energy and Mines. The Ministers, in their decision, have
concluded that the construction, operation and decommissioning of the KSM Project are not likely to result in significant
adverse effects.

Seabridge Gold Chairman and CEO Rudi Fronk said: "l would like to acknowledge the extraordinary dedication of our
personnel and the outstanding professionalism of the BCEAO which together have brought us to this successful conclusion.
| would also like to thank the Nisga'a Nation, First Nations and local communities who participated in this process, for their
expressions of encouragement and support as well as for their thoughtful input which has helped us improve our project
design. We are confident that KSM will also be approved at the Federal level within the next several months."

"This decision confirms that KSM is a well-designed, environmentally responsible project which is technically feasible and
offers significant economic benefits to both British Columbia and Canada. This decision also affirms the value of extensive
public consultation early in the environmental assessment process which helped us to understand the cultural, social,
environmental and economic context of the KSM Project. We believe the conditions imposed on the project by the Province
are reasonable and we are in full agreement with them. Furthermore, we regard this approval as an expression of trust in us
not only to meet the obligations mandated in this approval but also to continue to respond to the ongoing needs of members
of the communities in British Columbia's northwest."

The KSM Project has been undergoing a joint harmonized federal-provincial environmental assessment review as outlined
by the British Columbia Environmental Assessment Act and the Canadian Environmental Assessment Act. On July 21,
2014, the Canadian Environmental Assessment Agency (CEAA) released its final Comprehensive Study Report for the KSM
Project which concluded that "the KSM Project is not likely to cause significant adverse environmental effects taking into
account implementation of the mitigation measures described in the report.” The report has been posted on the CEAA
website for a 30-day public comment period, after which the Federal Minister of Environment will decide whether to approve
the KSM Project. Seabridge expects the Federal Minster's decision in the fall.

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Vine Property Potential For Zinc-Lead-Silver Mineralization

the Vine Property has discovered what the Company believes may be a structural feature, known as a gabbro arch and

known to be associated with lead, zinc, silver sulphide mineralization. The structure may be similar in nature to those that
occur at the Fors and Smoker occurrences, on the Companyés
35 km to the north of the Vine and West Basin Properties.

Mr . Dave Pighin, P. Geo, and consulting geologist managing
geophysics appear to have identified a possible structural feature that could have acted as a pathway for fluids to transport

and deposit potential zinc-lead-silver mineralization. The gabbro, intersected by recent drilling, would have later intruded

along the mineralizing structure. This situation may be similar to the gabbro arch or gabbro dyke at the Fors, Smoker and
Sullivan areas. Based on this model, additional geophysics and drilling are required to differentiate between the possible

gabbro arch and potential zinc-lead-s i | ver massive sulphide mineralizati osiblei n
for discovering the Fors lead-zinc-silver Sedex occurrence in 1966 and the Vine lead-zinc-silver-gold vein in 1976 while

working with Cominco.

Current exploration is presently focused on the large eastern gravity target area (see press release May 6, 2014) in which
the possible mineralizing structure and the associated sub-vertical dipping gabbro arch occur. The gabbro is believed to
cross cut the gravity anomaly in a north-south orientation based on preliminary magnetic data. The Company also believes
that the eastern, and an additional western, gravity anomaly may represent two possible separate vents, similar to the Fors
and Smoker occurences, and the Stemwinder and Sullivan vents in the Sullivan basin. More detailed geophysics is being
planned to define potential lead-zinc-silver sulphide mineralization within the eastern and western gravity target areas.

Dr. Trygve Hoy (P.Eng), former research economic geologist with the British Columbia Department of Mines, noted in a

report to PJX (http://pjxresources.com/vine-and-west-basin-zinc-lead-silver-potential-dr-trygve-hoy.pdf) about the regional

and local geological significance of the Vineand WestBasi n Properties that, Aln summary
has potential for discovery of a significant lead-zinc-silver sedex deposit. The area is within a highly favourable structural

and metallogenic belt, has characteristics and controls that are similar to those in the Sullivan camp area, has known
Proterozoic-age lead-zinc-silver mineralization, and a prominent geophysical target. Future exploration should be directed to
mainly defining more rigorously the gravity geophysical anomaly and systemati ¢ di amond dr il ling to -
guartzited horizon as well as the overlying Sullivan hori z

Dr. Hoy was a research economic geologist with the British Columbia Department of Mines for 28 years prior to becoming
an exploration consultant in 2002. Heco-e di t ed t he maj or treatise on the Sulliva

The bulk sample mining began on June 19th with the aid of two hydraulic excavators and three 30 tonne articulated haul
trucks and will continue until the bulk sample program is completed. In excess of 3,000 tonnes of mineralized material has
already been mined and is being trucked on a 24 hour basis to the contract processing facility. The average grade of the
3,000 tonnes of mined material is approximately 19.1 grams of gold per tonne, representing 1840 ounces of gold with an

attributed gross value of approximately US$ 2.4 million at US$1300/0z.

The mineralized material mined to date in 2014 was removed in 46 lots and includes 14 lots of material grading in excess of

31 grams per tonne gold and 4 lots grading between 63 and 130 grams per tonne gold. To obtain correlation, a direct

comparison was made between the mined material and the 13 exploration drill holes that were drilled within the mined area.
For each of the 13 exploration drill holes, the lots of material mined and sampled immediately adjacent to the drill holes

returned gold assay results that consistently exceeded the exploration drill hole assay results. The average gold grade for

the bulk sample material immediately adjacent to the exploration drill holes exceeded the average gold grade for the 13 drill

holes by 4.28 times.

One objective of the bulk sample program was to confirm gold grade estimates based on the exploration drill holes used in

the resource modelling. The higher gold grades in the mined bulk sample are believed to be due to the significant amount of

pyritic gouge material recovered in many areas of the bulk sample pit that may have been lost during diamond drilling.

Pyritic gouge material can be washed away with drilling mud and the gold associated with the pyrite lost in the core
sampling process. This together with the relatively s ma | | dri || core sample size |

positive variance noted above. This hypothesis will be further tested with continued mining and additional sampling and

testing of the mineralized bulk sample material.

Trucking of the bulk sample material to the processing mill has begun at a rate of approximately 110 tonnes per day. The
material will be processed at the mill in separate lots of between 1000 and 3000 tons. The first lot of material is expected to

The Bonanza Ledge was deemed a new discovery when it was first drilled in March, 2000 as the Company was exploring a
separate high-grade historic gold target. From 2000 to 2014 the Company developed the mine from discovery through to
receiving a NI 43-101 resource estimate; to completing a 13,000 wet tonne bulk sample in 2005; to receiving a positive pre-
feasibility study in 2009; to obtaining Mines Act Permit M-238 to develop an open pit mine in December, 2011; to initiating
production in March, 2014; to today's first gold doré bar pour which had a total weight of 11,528 grams.

Barkerville engaged EBA Engineering Consultants Ltd. to prepare a NI 43-101 technical report which was titled Pre-
feasibility Study of the Bonanza Ledge Deposit, Wells, BC, Canada dated August 17th, 2009 and was updated by Snowden
Mining Industry Consultants Inc., in the Company's NI 43-101 Technical Report dated December 31, 2012 (available for
download on the Company's website). The Report identified that approximately 73,500 tonnes of ore per year could be
produced at the Bonanza Ledge Mine, for a current mine life of four (4) years at an average grade of approximately 9 grams
per metric tonne (or approximately 0.264 ounces per short ton). The mine design is the culmination of geological
exploration, engineering and environmental studies undertaken by the Company from when the Bonanza Ledge deposit
was discovered in 2000.

The mine site is on the southwest flank of Barkerville Mountain at an elevation of approximately 1,480 m (4850') above sea
level and within roughly two kilometers of Highway 26. The Company trucks the mineralized material to its permitted and
operating QR mill facility near Quesnel, B.C. for processing to gold doré. For more information go to
