Exploration drilling has commenced on the project with two holes completed around the Gold Pit 

Target.

deposits rolled into one. The main polymetallic deposit is silver-rich, and has significant gold, lead, 

zinc and copper components. The outlying parts of the deposit were historically never explored, 

and include much higher gold content. The gold zones are noticeably depleted in silver and base 

metal content, and are quartz-rich hosting coarse, visible gold. Not only do the gold zones occur 

along the edges of the main sulphide deposit, but they also occur in adjacent lodes that are parallel 

to the main sulphide deposit (Gold Pit). Assessing coarse, free gold requires careful consideration, 

particularly when the gold grade is estimated using diamond drill core. The processing plant will 

enable Taranis to design drilling and sampling programs that will accurately assess and delineate

Pretium Resources, the company in charge of the 

Brucejack gold mine project, recently released a construction update stating development was on 

schedule after workers laboured through the winter in order to meet deadlines.

approximately 500 full-time employees in the near future.  It will go on more of a hiring spree this 

fall and into the new year as the gold mine gets closer to opening, she said.  There will be a wide 

range of positions up for grabs, including underground miners, geologists, engineers, mill workers 

and superintendents.  The company will also be hiring support staff positions such as logistics, 

contract management, purchasing, cooks, accommodation management, administration and safety 

personnel. 

Pretium started construction on the gold mine in 2015, after several years of environmental reviews 

from the government and negotiations with First Nations. 

The mine is approximately 65 kilometres from Stewart and the Brucejack access road is off Highway 

37 North.  Romero said a major construction update at the mine is that one of the three dorms
