In 2016, three magnetometezquipped Cessna aircraft flew over a 24,000 square kilmemegion
in westcentral B.C., recording local magnetic variations caused by magnetic minerals in the upp
region of the earth's crust. These magnetic signatures were mapped and provided data for
explorers to analyze anddus their exploration efforts.
"Mineral exploration is a key driver of our provincial economy," said Energy and Mines Minister E
Bennett. "Supporting and growing the mineral exploration sector is vitally important to British
Columbia. | am looking forward to the communities alonghiiay 16 enjoying the spinoff benisfi
of developing this region."
The Search Phase Il survey bridges a significant distance between Search Phase [, flown in 201
the TREK survey, conducted in 2013. Together, these three adjoining surveys vad# provi
continuous higkquality data covering a 55,500 square kilometre areguivakent to the size of
Nova Scotia.

"Search Phase Il is the largest geophysical survey ever conducted by Geoscience BC," says R
Archdekin, President and Chief Executive &ffior Geoscience BC. "The area has-esthblished
infrastructure including reliable road networks, a rail line, accessible hydro, and a skilled workfort

all helping to make this region a cesffective area to explorand ultimately develop a mine."

Portions of the Search Project area haven't seen regional magnetic surveying in a generation a

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Russan-born billionaire has US rare earths mine in his sights

According to aecent story in the Wall Street Journ&ussiasborn billionaireVladimir lorich is
conrected to a Swiss investment fund that has put a bidieaMountain Pass Mine formerly run

by Molycorp before it was forced into bankruptcy. The news outlet states that Pala Investments
established by lorich in 2007, is part of a buyout group that bidr$dlibn for the mine's assets.

A former member of Forbes' list of the world's richest billionaiFegpes says thdorich is a
Russiarborn German citizewho made his fortune aa large shareholder in Russian mining and
steel company Mechel AOA, run by Russian billionaire Igor Zyuzin.

Mountain Pass was the only rare earths mine operating in the United States, before it went
bankrupt in 201%; a victim of low rare earth oxide pes. Through bankruptcy proceedings
Molycorpwas restructured, allowing it to receive $130 million in debt financing.

TheGreenwood, Coloraddased company then moved Mountain Pagse care and maintenange
while continuing to serve customers through its production facilities in Estonia and China.

According to papers filed in January by a bankruptcy court in Delaware, Mountaiq iReks&ling

land and eqipment will be put up for auction in March.
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The Wall Street Journal reported that the new ownership of Mountain Pass is likely to be review:
by the Committee on Foreign Investment in the U.S. (CFIUS), a body which reviews transactions
could have arffect on U.S. national security. Among their many uses, rare earths are utilized ir
military applications such ageapons guidance systems.
