Tim Termuende, co-founder, president and CEO of Eagle Plains Resources Ltd., is proud that the 
company has been contributing to the Kootenay economy for 25 years. In fact, the vision for the 

success of Eagle Plains Resources encompasses Cranbrook and the Kootenay Region as well as the 
company and its investors. 

Eagle Plains is a locally-based junior resource exploration company, known in industry circles as a 
project generator. In 25 years Eagle Plains has been responsible for investing more than $50 million into 

mineral exploration in Western Canada, including $20 million in the East Kootenay alone. Eagle Plains 
and its subsidiary, TerraLogic Exploration, have 15 full-time employees, about half of whom are well-

paid geologists; many are homeowners with families. 

Eagle Plains is an exception. Very commonly, after a few years of scant return on their investments, 
mineral exploration companies disappear from the scene. Very occasionally, an exploration company 

will make a big find and turn to development and production. 

In 2011, Eagle Plains sold its Copper Canyon Resources project for $65 million, and Termuende is 
optimistic that his company will make another, even bigger find.

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Forest fires force temporary closure of two BC mines

A hot and dry summer in British Columbia has set forests aflame, and last week the effects of Mother 
Nature were felt by two prominent BC mines. 

The warnings from Imperial Metals (TSX:III), which operates the Mount Polley copper-gold mine near 
Williams Lake (also Huckleberry and Red Chris) started on July 10, when the company said it closed 

several roads used to access the site as a precaution against the encroaching wildfires. Two days later, 
Imperial said its operations had been affected, since all employees under evacuation order in Williams 
Lake had to pack up their homes and leave the area. The mine however stayed operating, "with milling 
and mining operations continuing at rates proportional to the amount of employees able to report to 

site," according to a statement. By last Monday the situation had worsened, with the evacuation order 
increasing restrictions on highway use, and Imperial Metals made the decision to shut the mine down ς 

despite the operation not being under threat from the fires. 

Meanwhile Taseko Mines (TSX:TKO), which operates the Gibraltar mine near Williams Lake, temporarily 
closed the mine on July 15, but restarted in on Wednesday, July 19.

"At this time no fires threaten the mine facility. However, an evacuation order remains in effect for the 
City of Williams Lake (65 kilometres south of the mine) and the risk of potential wildfire in the region 

persists." 

At least seven lumber mills operated by West Fraser Timber Co., Norbord Inc., and Tolko Industries Ltd. 
have been affected by the fires, according to The Financial Post, leading to an increase in the prices of 

some lumber grades. The province is the world's largest exporter of softwood lumber used in 
homebuilding. Over 375 forest fires have been burning in the province, forcing the evacuations of an 

estimated 37,000 people from their homes, damaging property and turning normally clear skies into a 
smoky haze.

(June 6, 2017, Vancouver, B.C., Canada) - Rokmaster Resources Corp. ("Rokmaster" or the "Company") 

is pleased to announce that review of available data from historic exploration work conducted on newly 

acquired claims has commenced. In addition to noting several zinc-lead occurrences similar in nature to 

those at the Company's Duncan Lake Project (the "Project"), occurrences of basaltic copper-bearing 

talus-float rocks were discovered on a steep overburden-covered area 1km east of the Duncan 

Peninsula, 6km southeast of the central portion (Section B) of the Project, directly above the Duncan 

Forest Service haul road. 

 

The immediate hillside is thought to be underlain in part by altered basic volcanic rocks of the Index 

Formation. The schistose copper bearing float contained disseminated chalcocite and magnetite, 

assaying up to 5.9% copper and 12.3 grams silver and 107 ppm zinc. These historic mineral occurrences 

and significant soil and geophysical anomalies were originally discovered and periodically explored from 

1991 to 1997 by consulting geologist W. Don Sutherland, P. Eng., with assistance from INCO Exploration 

and Technical Services Ltd., Regional Resources Ltd. and Hudson Bay Exploration Ltd. Two diamond drill 

holes totaling 306 meters were drilled in 1993 and 1996. The 1993 hole tested a magnetic trend near 

the copper float occurrence coinciding with a moderate copper geochemical anomaly, with the 1996 

hole testing a recently exposed 3.5 km long rusty caliche zone between the haul road and Duncan Lake. 

No mineralization of economic significance was encountered in either hole. Targets remaining open 

include a large zinc-copper soil anomaly and a coincident VLF Electro Magnetic anomaly that have not 

been trenched or drilled to date. Petrographic studies by INCO of 4 samples of the basaltic copper 

bearing float rock suggested the chalcocite mineralization is primary. 

 

The Company's field crews have commenced work on the Project in preparation for drilling. Follow up 

work in and around the copper area will search for the source of the high grade float and additional 

evidence of a Besshi type copper-zinc deposit(s).

The shaker table produces a super-concentrate and concentrate which contains abundant visible gold. 

The concentrate consists mostly of black sand (magnetite) and minimal pyrite which accompanies the 

gold at SIF. The shaker table is highly effective at separating the gold from the quartz-rich gangue, and 

consists of 1mm gold grains and fine-grained gold dust.

Jersey ς Comet and Tungsten King 

The Company has received results from surface rock sampling at the Comet and Tungsten King skarn 
showings, located, respectively, 2.5 km and 3.0 km southwest of the King Alfred gold skarn zone on the 
Jersey property. Results of 32.8% Zn and 1.2% Pb were returned from one sample at the Tungsten King 

showing, while a second sample returned 2.69% Zn and 0.65% Pb. 

Samples of skarn from both the Comet and Tungsten King showings were also elevated in gold (to 0.83 
g/t Au), bismuth (to 473 ppm Bi), arsenic (to 4,470 ppm As), tungsten (to 0.18% W) and copper (to 0.3% 

Cu). The continued presence of gold within the skarn system, the Bi-Au association and the extent of 
skarn alteration on the Jersey property are all encouraging. 
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Jersey ς Phase I 2017 Drill Program Results 

The Company has also received final results for the Spring 2017 drill program on the Jersey property. 
Results from holes JE17-01 and JE17-02 have been previously released (refer to Company news release 

dated June 28, 2017). Highlights from holes JE17-05 and JE17-06 are listed in the table below. There 
were no significant results from holes JE17-03 or JE17-04.

Baseline environmental water quality sampling will also be initiated during Phase-I in anticipation of 
bulk sampling activities planned for the Daylight and Kena properties in subsequent years.
