The BC Ministry of Environment has given the Company the go ahead to dewater the Lexington mine

The 

dewatering program is expected to commence shortly, upon awarding the contract to a suitable Mining 
Contractor.

elevations, and the mining methods of longhole open stoping, jumbo mining and jackleg/slusher mining 
will be evaluated.  Very little waste or zone development will be required to access the areas of the 

proposed test mining.  During the test mining period, Golden Dawn will continue to evaluate the 
resources between these elevations, which could provide mill feed after the rehabilitation and 

dewatering of the Lexington Mine. 

The Company plans to extract this material and process it in the Greenwood Process Plant.  As the test

Heavy mineral separation by CF Minerals Laboratory in Kelowna, as announced by PJX Resources on 
January 17, 2017, recovered 898 grains and 256 grains of gold from 2 soil samples taken on the Zinger 

Property. CF Mineral Research Ltd. also extracted 36 grains of gold from three stream sediment 
samples on the Dewdney Trail Property (see PJX press release October 26, 2016). 

Scanning Electron Microscope (SEM) analysis by CF Minerals, suggest that gold grains found in soils and 
stream sediments are close to the bedrock source. Geologist Dr. Charles (Chuck) Fipke, President of CF 

Minerals Research Ltd., has assessed the gold grains and determined that the angularity and other 
morphological features support that they have not travelled far and that the bedrock source of the gold 
is likely within 50 metres to 400 metres of the sample locations on the Zinger Property, with the source

Thor Ridge Exploration Target and Permit 

Taranis has received notice that its exploration permit application to delineate the Ridge Target north 

of the existing Thor deposit has been approved. The Ridge Target is a high-priority target that has seen 

no prior exploration, and potentially hosts the extension of the existing 2 km-long Thor deposit to the 

northwest along the Sharon CreekςBroadview Formation contact. Successful definition of the target 

could extend the deposit upwards of two times its current known strike length.
