Spending in mining and exploration in Canada's British Columbia saw increasing signs of life in 20:
growing for the first time in five years, according to the results of an EY survey released this week

Exploration spenithg increased 20% across the province in 2017, reaching $246 million, compared wi
$205 million in 2016. The increase was largely driven by gold exploration, which totalled $37 millior
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Silver exploration spending also jumped, more than doubling to $9.8 million last year, and zinc
increased 50% to $8.2 million, mostly dueptice increases.

Coal exploration bucked the trend, however, falling 18%. This drop was largely responsible for a 75

The Sheep Creek Gold District and KootefiayZinc District are adjoining projects which together
cover over 24,000 hectares of mineral tenure. For the first time ever, Margaux has consolidated the
mineral claims in this area under one ownership, to allow for thorough and systematic exploration.

Sheep Creek Gold District

gold). Unlike Barkerville and Bralorriee Sheep Creek Gold District has had little exploration since

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Margaux acquired the Sheep Creek Gold District in 2017, through several option agreements and
through inill staking, to assemble claims covering a 10 kmemalized trend. Historic data was

compiled and digitized, a prospecting and rock sampling program was undertaken to locate and ass
historic showings, a LIDAR survey was completed and-yaadti areabased drill permits were applied

for, and received,dr 3 separate areasithin the district. The Company commissioned an independent NI 43
101 report and undertook a 19 hole (4,039 m) drill program which concluded iDeeember 2017.

The drilling was designed to test a variety of wide spacedpioigre targets, as opposed to close
spaced definitiortype drilling on a single vein. Targets tested in 2017 included: new veins with no
previous drilling and no historic production (Maggie Aikens and Kat), tde@h continuation of veins
below the depth of Istoric mining (Bayonnand Bluestone), and conceptual blidin targets in
brittle units, at depth in the core of anticlines.

The program was highly successful: at least one promising new vein was discovered which require
further drilling; gold gradewere confirmed from two previously undrilled targets; and two veins were
also shown to continue to depth, with good gold grade, below the limit of historic mining (Bayonne
Main and A vein).
